Pegasus School is situated in the grounds of Caldwell Hall, five miles from Burton on Trent on
the borders of Staffordshire, Derbyshire and Leicestershire. We provide education and care
for children and young people between the ages of 8 and 19 years, who have Autism,
challenging behaviour and complex communication and learning difficulties. We have places
for residential and day students, all of whom are provided with individualised specialist
support. It is usual for our students to have a Statement of Special Educational Needs.

We are able to offer a range of placement options including:

i 52 weeks residential T Full residential care in our onsite registered children's
home.
38 week residential T The young person is resident at the school during term
time only.

q 39 to 51 week residential T Where there is a need to provide additional

An individual educational programme is developed for each student and is based on their
current levels, their developmental levels, motivation, understanding and generalisation skills.
This is developed by our multi disciplinary team, parents, case workers and the students
themselves.

Many of our students have problems in the areas of cognition and social interaction which
often lead to behavioural difficulties. As a result many of our students have been unsuccessful
in previous settings, which has impacted negatively on their self esteem. Our education,
therapy and care teams focus on the development of interactive skills and the self
management of behaviours. These skills give our students the skills to communicate
effectively and increase their motivation and confidence, allowing them to access the wider
curriculum.

When a pupil joins us we set targets in social organisation and social communication. These
can include: attracting attention in appropriate ways; increasing communication skills such as
signing and the use of symbols; following routines and tolerating different sized groups.

These skills remain useful throughout a studentds

We also create a carefully balanced set of learning targets to develop confidence and self
image, as well as targets to develop the appropriate use of choice and motivation.
Through our success in managing challenging behaviour our students can access broader
areas of our curriculum which consists of daily living skills, leisure skills, personal care,
cognitive and vocational development.

Nati onal Curriculum and AQA units are adapted to

offer accreditation programmes for all students. In addition our students will have an
assessment profile using CASPA: Comparison and Analysis of Special Pupil Attainment. This
provides analysis, reporting and bench -marking for pupils with Special Educational Needs
including a comparative focus.

Our classrooms are large and spacious, allowing teachers the freedom to set up
individualised work and play areas without overcrowding. Students also have access to a
large gym, a large light room and dark room and soft play facilities. We also have separate
Domestic Skills teaching facilities.
